I arranged this piece for organ for Chamberstrings. Because there are 5 different tracks 

I decided to double the Cellos. So the orchestra plays:
Violins 1 (6),
Violins 2 (6), Violas (4), Cellos 1 (3), Cellos 2 (3), Doublebasses (2)

Further I added a solo violin to the violins 1 & 2 and a solo viola to the violas. 

This increases the live impression.
It is a very good demonstration of all the short-, long-, dim- and cres- notes notes. The high playing registers - specially the first violins - also ver often use the 

performance trill sample (tara ta ta tara ta ta ta ta ta ta ta ta > 16th notes).

Take the midi file to study the articulations.
For giving room I used Gigapuls’ „medium hall - impulses“.
Further you can get an impression of my finalmix by observing the MixerLayout.gif. 
I used two depths. One for the orchestra (far) and one for the soloists (close).
Finally you can print out the score and follow the musicians how hard they work...
